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$80 Million Available for Community Colleges to Train Healthcare IT Workers 
Posted November 25, 2009 

On November 24, 2009, the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) announced the 
availability of $80 million in funding from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) to 
develop and strengthen the health information technology (health IT) workforce. Of this funding, 
$70 million will be awarded in the form of cooperative agreements to community college to create 
or expand training programs for health IT professionals, while the remaining $10 million will be 
used to develop educational materials to support these training programs. Cooperative agreements 
will be awarded on a regional basis, to consortia that serve one of five regions identified by HHS. To 
be eligible, each consortium must be composed of institutes of higher education, and must provide 
a list of community colleges in the region that will be subgrantees. Applications for this program are 
due on January 22, 2010.

DOE Makes $144 Million Available to Build Smart Grid Workforce

On September 21, 2009, the Department of Energy (DOE) announced the availability of $144 
million in Recovery Act funding to ease the transition towards a smart energy grid.  A total of $100 
million will be available competitively to any non-Federal domestic entity for the development and 
implementation of training programs for workers in the electric power sector.  The remaining $44 
million will be distributed by formula directly to State public utility commissions, to hire new staff 
and retrain existing employees.

In addition to the EECBG formula grants already distributed by DOE, approximately $450 
million is available on a competitive basis to states and local governments to reduce fossil fuel 
emissions and improve energy efficiency.

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Biden Announces Grants for Health Information Technology 
Posted August 27, 2009 

On August 20, 2009, Vice President Joe Biden announced that $1.2 billion would be made available 
to help hospitals and health care providers implement and use electronic health records.  A total of 
$598 million will be used to establish approximately 70 Health Information Technology Regional 
Extension Centers, while another $564 million will be granted to States and Qualified State 
Designated Entities to support the development of mechanisms for information sharing within an 
emerging nationwide system of networks.  Grants will be made beginning in Fiscal Year 2010.

Approximately $3.3 billion is available under the Smart 
Grid Investment Program for utilities to begin implementing Smart Grid technology, and an 
additional $615 million is available under the Smart Grid Demonstrations Program to identify and 
develop new, more effective, smart grid equipment.  Applications for the Demonstrations program 
are due on August 26, 2009, while applications for the Investment program will be accepted in 
three rounds, the first of which is due on August 6, 2009.

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Labor Releases Green Job Competitive Grant Solicitations

Applications for Operational Packages must be completed by June 15, 2009, while 
applications for Capital Projects are due by June 29, 2009.

ETA Releases Guidelines for Green Job Training Grant Programs

in the stimulus to prepare workers for careers in the energy efficiency and renewable energy 
sectors.  ETA is currently considering five different grant programs to award this funding, which 
will most likely be distributed competitively to a combination of State Workforce Investments 
Boards, nonprofit organizations, and labor organizations.  Final solicitations for these grant 
programs are expected to be released in mid-June 2009.

Posted May 19, 2009 

On May 18, 2009, the Department of Transportation (DOT) published initial guidance for its new 
Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery (TIGER) Discretionary Grants Program 
in the Federal Register.  The stimulus provided $1.5 billion for TIGER, which will be awarded to 
State and local governments for capital investments in highway or bridge projects, public 
transportation projects, passenger and freight rail, and port infrastructure investments.  
Applications must be submitted by September 15, 2009.  Comments on program guidelines must be 
submitted to DOT by June 1, 2009.

DOE Revises Smart Grid Guidelines, Establishes Interoperability Standards 
Posted May 19, 2009 

On May 18, 2009, the Department of Energy (DOE) released new guidance on the Smart Grid 
stimulus grants, establishing interoperability standards for Smart Grid technology and raising the 
maximum award available under the grant program.  After reviewing public comments, DOE 
decided to increase the maximum award available under the grant program from $20 million to 
$200 million for the Investment Grant Program and from $40 million to $100 million for the 
Demonstration Projects Program.

DOE Announces Alternative Fuel Vehicles and Infrastructure Grants  
Posted March 06, 2009 

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) has announced the availability of federal funding to support 
efforts in alternative fuel vehicles and infrastructure. Eligible entities include states, local 
governments and metropolitan transportation authorities in partnership with designated Clean 
Cities Coalition. 

$300 million is available for the Alternative Fuel and Advanced Technology Vehicles Pilot Grant 
Program, which is a competitive grant program promoting the use of more efficient vehicles. 
Funding is to be used for cost-shared projects that expand the use of alternative fueled vehicles and 
advanced technology vehicles. The installation or acquisition of infrastructure necessary to directly 
support an alternative fueled vehicle or advanced technology vehicle is also eligible. Operation and 
maintenance of vehicles, infrastructure and other associated equipment acquired through the 
program are also allowable within specified limits.

NEA Announces Recovery Grants to Support Jobs in the Arts 
Posted March 6, 2009 

On March 5, 2009, the National Endowment for the Arts (NEA) released its guidelines for applying 
for arts funds included in the economic stimulus legislation. The economic stimulus legislation 
includes $50 million to support jobs in the arts through grants administered by the National 
Endowment for the Arts.  

Grant applications are due April 2, 2009, and grant awards will be made as early as July 1, 2009. 
Direct grants from NEA are available to arts organizations for $25,000 or $50,000, with no 
matching requirement. Arts organizations are eligible to receive direct grants if the have received a 
direct grant from NEA within the last four years. State, regional, and designated local arts agencies 
that sub-grant federal funds can receive $100,000 or $250,000, and again, there is no matching 
requirement.

On March 2, 2009, the Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA) released its allocations to State and local 
governments under the Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant Program.  Solicitations 
will be released within the week, and local governments will then have 30 days to apply to access 
those funds.  Communities must provide program details (how the money will be spent and where) 
and a detailed budget.  The application process will be online, either through BJAȭÓ ×ÅÂÓÉÔÅ ÏÒ 
through Grants.gov.  Those funds will not go through the State, but will come directly from BJA. 

Of the total $2 billion included in the stimulus legislation, States will receive 60% of the funds while 
local governments will receive 40% of the funds.  The designated State Administering Agency (SAA) 
receives the State funds.  States are obligated to pass through at least 42.3% of their allocations to 
local governments.  Many SAAs administer Byrne JAG funds through annual grant competitions.
